Article 1
The Subject Matter of the Contract
1. The subject matter of the contract is the provision of services consisting in accreditation and monitoring of organisations from the Eastern Partnership countries (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Belarus, Moldova, Ukraine) and Russia willing to participate in international volunteering projects in the framework of the Erasmus+ programme, hereinafter referred to as the Service or Services. 
2. The Services should be provided in accordance with the description of the subject matter of the contract referred to in Annex No. 1 to the Contract. 
3. The subject matter of the contract shall be provided by persons referred to in Annex No. 2 to the Contract. 
Article 2
The Term of the Contract
1. The term of the Contract shall expire on 28 February 2019. 
2. The Parties may terminate the contract with a 2-month notice. 
Article 3
Performance of the Contract:
1. The Contractor shall perform the subject matter of the contract in the scope stipulated in Annex No. 1 to the Contract on the basis of separate orders submitted electronically by contact persons of the Contracting Entity. 
2. The Contractor shall provide the service as stipulated in Article 1 of the Contract and Annex No. 1 to the Contract within 30 calendar days from the date of submitting an order by the Contracting Entity. Within this period, a report on accreditation accompanied by an assessment of an application for accreditation is to be transmitted electronically to the Contracting Entity. 
3. In the case of natural persons who do not not run business activity, after the submission of a report on accreditation accompanied by an assessment of an application for accreditation and after the submission and approval of an acceptance protocol referred to in Article 4(3), the Contracting Entity shall transmit a bill to the Contractor. 
4. In justified cases, the term of order completion may be amended, in particular when for objective reasons the Contractor cannot hold an accreditation meeting with representatives of an organisation applying for the status of an accredited body within the time limit referred to in section 2. The decision to extent the time limit for order completion and to accept a new deadline (proposed by the Contractor) is within the authority of the Contracting Entity. 
5. The Contractor, in order to obtain the consent to extend the time limit as stipulated in section 2, shall submit a relevant request to the Contracting Entity immediately after the occurrence of circumstances, which in the opinion of the Contractor justify the extension of the deadline. The application shall include a list of objective circumstances and justification. 
6. It is agreed that an accreditation meeting should be held within 30 calendar days from the date of submitting an order by the Contracting Entity. 
7. The Contracting Entity guarantees to place an order for at least one accreditation service within a year. The number of services to be outsourced as indicated in Annex No. 1 to the Contract is an estimate and will depend on the number of accreditation applications submitted by individual organisations. 
8. If the Contractor fails to perform the subject matter of the contract in due time or does not observe the terms and conditions stipulated herein, the Contracting Entity may place an order for the performance of the subject of the Contract with another Contractor (having obtained its approval), which has been selected in the course of the proceedings. Exercising these rights by the Contracting Entity does not relieve the Contractor from the payment of contractual penalties. 
9. If the replacement of the Contractor as stipulated in section 8 occurs as a result of justified circumstances preventing order execution, which are not attributable to the Contractor (with whom the order was originally placed), contractual penalties will not be calculated, provided that the Parties make an agreement within the deadline referred to in section 2. 
10. The Contractor hereby declares that he is covered with health insurance in the country of residence.

Article 4
Remuneration, payments 
1. Maximum remuneration, which can be paid to the Contractor for the performance of the Contract cannot exceed the amount of…………………
2. For the adequate performance of the subject matter of the Contract, the Contracting Entity shall pay the Contractor maximum gross remuneration amounting to EUR 12.00 per 1 hour (EUR 120.00 per one order at maximum). The actual remuneration to be paid to the Contractor will be determined by multiplying relevant gross unit fees by the the actual number of services performed on the basis of orders submitted by the Contracting Entity. 
3. The payments for proper execution of the subject matter of the contract will be successively made by bank transfers after the submission of an acceptance protocol by by the Contractor containing an aggregated compilation of orders completed in a given period, within 30 days:
1) from submitting a correctly issued original of a VAT invoice, in the case of Contractors who run business activity,  
2) from submitting a correctly issued original of a bill, in the case of Contractors who do not run business activity. The Contractor hereby authorises the Contracting Entity to issue a bill. The Contractor is required to send back the received original bill with his signature affixed on it via a postal service operator within 7 days from the date of the receipt of the bill. 
4. The remuneration referred to in section 2 will be paid to a bank account of the Contractor. The day of debiting the bank account of the Contracting Entity will be considered the payment date. 
5. The Contractor cannot make any claims against the Contracting Entity for not placing orders for the quantities of services resulting from the description of the subject matter of the Contract.
6. The Contracting Entity shall have the right to suspend payment of an invoice/bill:  
1) in the case of non-performance or improper performance of the service, 
2) in the case of proper performance of the service in a situation where the Contracting Entity has calculated contractual penalties in relation to previously executed orders and the Contractor has  not paid them after it was requested to do so.
In such a situation, the Contracting Entity will deduct the contractual penalties from   remuneration due to the Contractor. 
7. The Contractor is required to deliver a VAT invoice/bill to the Contracting Entity’s seat. 
8. The contract price does not include the reimbursement of travel costs related with accreditation visits and monitoring. Travel costs will be reimbursed on the basis of original coach or rail tickets (second class) or air tickets (economy class) and a travel costs reimbursement form. The reimbursement of taxi fares may occur in justified cases only and after receiving the consent from the Contracting Entity.
9. The contract price does not include meals, accommodation and local transport costs borne during accreditation visits and monitoring. The Contracting Entity may reimburse such costs. In such cases, from time to time, the consent of a representative of the Contracting Entity is required. The costs will be reimbursed on the basis of original bills and a costs reimbursement form sent to the Contracting Entity together with the report. 
10. A costs reimbursement form together with supporting documents must be sent to the Contracting Entity within 30 days from the date of an accreditation visit.
11. Should it be necessary to convert any currencies, exchange rate established on the basis of average euro exchange rate in a given month in which training was staged in relation to a given currency as listed on the website of the National Bank of Poland.
12. The Contractor hereby authorises the Contracting Entity to withhold taxes and/or other charges from his remuneration, if Polish law requires it.
13. The Contractor is required to send to the Contracting Entity declarations on the number of hours he worked in a given month.
Article 5
Contractual Penalties
1. The Contracting Entity has the right to charge the Contractor with a contractual penalty for non-performance or faulty performance of the Contract in the following cases and in the following amounts:
1) For the delay in the execution of the order referred to in Article 3(2), the Contracting Entity may require the payment of a contractual penalty of EUR 10.00 for each calendar day of the delay,
2) For contravening by the Contractor of his obligations under Annex No. 1 to the Contract, the Contracting Entity has the right to request the payment of a contractual penalty amounting to  EUR 200.00 for each contravention.
2. Regardless of contractual penalties referred to in section 1, in the case of withdrawal from the Contract by the Contracting Entity for reasons stipulated in the Contract attributable to the Contractor, the Contracting Entity has the right to charge the Contractor with a contractual penalty amounting to EUR 1,000.
3. If a loss suffered by the Contracting Entity exceeds the amount of contractual penalties due, the Contracting Entity shall have the right to seek additional compensation on general terms. 
4. The calculation of contractual penalties will be documented in the form of a debit note or another document of a similar nature sent to the Contractor and a request for effecting a payment within 14 days from the date of the receipt of the request. The request for payment will present the calculation of the contractual penalty. 
5. The payment of contractual penalties will not relieve the Contractor from the obligation to perform the Contract. 
Article 6
Termination of the Contract
1. The Contracting Entity may terminate the Contract with immediate effect: 
1) in the case when the Contractor has not commenced work or abandoned its performance, i.e. the Contractor does not perform the Contract without justification for a period of at least 14 calendar days from the expiry of the time limit referred to in Article 3(2) of the Contract, despite an additional request presented by the Contracting Entity submitted in writing or in an electronic form;
2) the total amount of contractual penalties referred to in Article 5(1) of the Contract exceeds EUR 1,000.00.
3) in the event of contravening the provisions of the Contract relating to the protection of information and the protection of personal data;
2. The parties hereto agree that the date of the delivery of a termination notice in writing shall be the date of terminating the Contract with immediate effect.
3. The right to terminate the Contract in the cases referred to in section 1 shall be exercised within 60 days from the date of the occurrence of the reason for contract termination.
4. In the case of the appearance of material change of circumstances, which results in the performance of the contract or its part to be no longer in the public interest, which could not have been foreseen at the time of concluding the Contract, the Contracting Entity may terminate the Contract or its part within 30 days from taking notice of such circumstances.
5. If the Contracting Entity exercises the right to withdraw from the Contract, as stipulated in section 4, the Contractor shall be only entitled to remuneration for the performance of a part of the Contract. A protocol drawn up by the Parties stating the percentage share of performed work and respective remuneration in proportion to such work progress will form the basis for determining the remuneration for the performed work. 
6. If the Contract is terminated for reasons attributable to the Contractor referred to in section 1, the Contractor will not be entitled to remuneration for work done as part of the ongoing order. 
7. In the event of contract termination, the Contracting Entity does not lose the right to charge contractual penalties due for another reason. 
8. The Contractor shall have the right to terminate the Contract and request payment for work already done if the Contracting Entity has failed to pay remuneration within 60 days from the expiry of the payment deadline. The right to terminate the Contract must be exercised within 30 days from becoming aware of such circumstances. 
9. Termination of the Contract by the Contractor must be preceded by a written request to the Contracting Entity to comply with the obligation, which in the opinion of the Contractor is not discharged, and setting the time limit for payment by the Contracting Entity of not less than 14 days. Only after the expiry of the aforesaid time limit, the Contractor may withdraw from the Contract by sending a notice in writing;
10. If the Contractor terminates the Contract for reasons attributable to the Contracting Entity, the Contractor will retain remuneration for services already performed. A protocol drawn up by the Parties stating the percentage share of performed work and respective remuneration in proportion to such work progress will form the basis for determining the remuneration for the performed work. 
Article 7. Force Majeure
1. Non-performance in full or in part of Parties’ obligations under the Contract cannot be used to present a claim against the other Party, if such non-performance results from force majeure.
2. Force majeure shall be understood as an event that could not have been foreseen at the time of concluding the Contract, over which the Parties have no influence, and which the Parties cannot overcome, including in particular: natural disasters, wars mobilisation, closing of the borders, legal acts adopted by government or public administration bodies, which prevent the performance of the Contract in full or in part.
Article 8
Miscellaneous Provisions
1. In matters not regulated in this Contract, the provisions of Polish law, the Civil Code in particular, shall apply.
2. The Contractor cannot assign its liabilities under the Contract to a third party without the consent of the Contracting Entity in writing. Otherwise such an assignment will be null and void. 
3. In the case of contravening the provisions of section 2, the Contracting Entity may withdraw from the Contract within 60 days from becoming aware of such circumstances.
4. The Parties will make best efforts to amicably solve any disputes, which may arise
 in the course of the Contract performance. If an amicable solution of a dispute is not be possible, disputes will be settled by a court with local jurisdiction for the seat of the Contracting Entity.
5. The Parties undertake to inform each other about any changes of data such as company name, address and account number, etc. and about any other information that may impact the method of making settlements or performing the subject matter of the Contract. All such information shall be communicated in writing. 
6. Any changes hereto, including information referred to in section 5 shall be not valid, unless  made in writing.
7. This Contract has been concluded in four identical copies, two in Polish and two in English. Two copies of the Contract, one in Polish and one in English are for the Contracting Entity. Two copies of the Contract, one in Polish and one in English are for the Contractor. 
In the case of discrepancy between the two language versions, the Polish version of the Contract shall prevail.
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
